The 2018 Golf 

Committee has requested the Golf Shop Staff to monitor each tee times 

pace of play, and when applicable to encourage players to pick up the 

pace, or close the gap between foursomes. We encourage members to be 

cognizant of your foursomes pace of play whether it is on a Saturday 

morning with fellow members or an afternoon round with guests or fami-

ly. Pace of play is everyoneôs responsibility and the best way to maintain a 

healthy pace is ready golf; preparing for your next shot prior to arriving at 

your ball, or while waiting for others in your foursome while on or around 

greens.

The 

Golf Shop Staff will keep the Golf Committee apprised of members who 

have been habitual abusers of the clubs standard of play. Time Par sheets 

can be found in your golf cart.  It is expected that a Fourball should not 

exceed 3 hours and 50 minutes to play 18 holes. 

 

Non-Conforming Equipment 

Any club that has been declared non-conforming to the USGA Rules of 

golf will not be allowed for use in any Inverness Golf Club events. Penalty 

for breach of this rule is disqualification.  The USGA and CDGA have 

also stated that any score shot using any non-conforming club may not be 

eligible to be posted for handicap purposes.
